All dogs and handlers entered in the TD test must be at the test headquarters (Overlook Picnic Shelter) no later than 7:30 a.m. on Tuesday, September 29th at which time which time there will be a track drawing.  First track will be run at 8 a.m. or when ready. All dogs and handlers entered in the TDX test must be at the test headquarters by 9:30 am at which time which time there will be a track drawing.  First TDX track will run at 10:00 am or when ready.

No entry shall be made and no entry shall be accepted which specifies any condition as to its acceptance.

An alternate list will be maintained for the TD Test and for the TDX Test.  No entry fees will be refunded unless an alternate is present and runs on the absent dog’s track.  Entry fees of an alternate that does not compete shall be refunded within two weeks of the completion of the test.  

In the event an accepted entry is absent on the day of the test, the Tracking Test Secretary shall determine if any alternates are present and the available  track (s) shall be assigned in the order in which alternate entries were drawn.  

Entry fees for dogs which pass an AKC approved tracking test after the closing date of this test will be refunded if they withdraw from this test provided there is an alternate to replace the entry AND the Test Secretary is notified IN WRITING not less than 4 days before the test date.

BITCHES IN SEASON MAY PARTICIPATE, but must remain crated and exercised away from the tracking field.  Tracks for bitches in season will be the last runs available per AKC rules.

Extreme weather conditions:  the AKC believes the well being of dogs and participants are of paramount importance.  In the case of adverse weather conditions the event could be cancelled and rescheduled.  

Qualifiers will receive a dark green qualifying ribbon and another appropriate gift.
