  WDX:  a double on land and a double on water, dogs must be steady and deliver to hand
  WDQ:  a double on land, a land blind, a water blind and a combination triple consisting of two birds in water and a third on land. Dogs must be steady and deliver to hand.
Judges: WD test - Susie Knapp, Dr. Susan Miles, Kathy Heintel, Anna Marie Senita
              WDX and WDQ tests - Peg Ramsey, Dan Ramsey
Location:    Clinton County Farmer’s and Sportsmen’s Association, 301 Batson Rd., Wilmington, OH 45177
Directions:   From I-71, take US 68 south through the center of town. Turn left on SR 134 (after passing Speedway Gas). Turn right onto Brown Road, then right onto Batson Road. The CCFSA Club House is a half mile on the right. 
Ground Rules:  
· Please drive ONLY on roads and park ONLY in designated parking areas. 
· Please pick up after yourself and your dog; place all refuse in proper receptacles, including cigarette filters, as they are not biodegradable.

· The CCFSA Club House will have food, drinks, and bathroom facilities available for the day.
